Film series questions official story of 9/11

  Bill Polonsky has been screening films at the Whitehorse Public Library concerning the events of September 11, 2001.  He believes that people have not been asking the necessary questions about what really happened that day.        

   Due to the horror of the events and the resulting melancholy that fell over the world, Polonsky thinks that people were too shocked to do anything.

   “To ask questions would be considered unpatriotic,” says Polonsky.  But he feels now that the world is starting to thaw out from the effects of ‘shock and awe’.

   At Polonsky’s first screening one man from Seattle declared that he had no idea about all this information.  He said that he had realized all along that something was wrong but couldn’t quite name it.  After watching the film he said that it was like waking up from a dream.

   “The time for mourning is over; the time for action is now,” says Polonsky.  “This is the biggest story of the 21st Century and its sitting right there -- and nobody’s covering it. More people know what Paris Hilton’s dog’s name is than they know the players in 9/11,” he exclaims.

   “In a time of war, truth is most at risk,” he reminds us.  “Nobody wants to bite the bullet and say that the emperor wears no clothes.

   “We’re just told that the bad guys did it; we’re not to question how it was done.”

   Polonsky maintains that America loves its lone nuts because it is very simple. 

“It’s easy to insert the lone nut into a story, because people believe it,” he laments.

   He says that the media tells you one thing over and over until pretty soon you don’t believe your own eyes or the basics of what you have been taught in school or learned through experience.

   “Newtonian physics goes out the window, physics and the laws of nature do not apply because it does not fit the story that you have been told,” he says.     

   “So, buildings can collapse due to small fires.  Anybody can fly airplanes.  It is like a myth that has been cultivated.”

   Polonsky notes that the war in Afghanistan and the war in Iraq are predicated on the notion that elements within these nations hate our freedom, that we have to fight them over there or we’ll end up having to fight them over here.  

   “That’s all military hogwash,” he claims.  

   The whole subject is quite overwhelming, Polonsky admits.

   “The case is more complex than people could imagine.”

   He thinks that the media doesn’t believe that people have the time or the inclination to sit and listen to the complexity of this story.  

   “People don’t believe that these things happen.  Watergate was a conspiracy to hijack the democratic process.  Yet people recognized that once they were shown the complexity of (the matter),” he says.  

   Despite all the intricacies, Polonsky has faith in people’s ability to comprehend complex patterns.  He claims it is part of what makes us human.   People just need to trust what they already know.

   “It’s going to take people taking back their right to think,” he claims.  “People have forgotten how to think.  We have the ability to think but we don’t use it.  Use it or lose it,” he advises.

   The question of what really happened on 9/11 has similarities to the unsolved mystery of who shot John F. Kennedy, Polonsky maintains.

   “We don’t have to prove who shot Kennedy, we just have to prove that there was more than one gunman,” he contends.  “If there’s more than one nut, then there’s a conspiracy.”

   He says that the word conspiracy is used as a bludgeon to discredit otherwise credible research and discourse.  He is quick to point out that conspiracy simply suggests that two or more people are making plans to do something illegal or immoral.  To con-spire, to breathe-together, being the root of the word.  Two people robbing a gas station being a simple example of a conspiracy.  This happens every day.

   “It is common enough in law that we use conspiracy as a term of legal reference,” he notes.

   Polonsky claims that there is an entire movement out there that is looking for answers to these difficult questions.

   “It’s not just me in Whitehorse, it’s millions of people in thousands of groups around the world,” he says.  “It is in the culture, it’s just not breaking into mainstream.  It’s either being held back, or it’s being ignored.”

   He asks: where is the media on this issue?  They have barely admitted that there are outstanding questions.  They have barely reported on the fact that there is a massive on-line community sorting through thousands of details searching to make sense of it all. 

    They have barely done any reviews of the hundreds of books, magazines, and films that have sprouted up since 9/11.

   “Where is Rolling Stone on this issue?  Washington Post?  New York Times?  CBC?  Mother Jones Magazine?  These institutions have failed us,” he purports.

   He is unsure of why there is such a dearth of coverage, but when pushed, he considers that it could be because the media is scared and that they have too much to lose.

  “If this breaks, everybody is going to scramble for this story, but right now, nobody is touching it.  It’s like a dam that is going to break.  And it has to break.  We are not going to be talking about who shot Kennedy 40 years from now.  We can’t be talking about what happened on 9/11 in 2050.  Because by then the damage will be done,” he says.

   Polonsky states that our governments are making decisions based on 9/11.  The Canadian government wants to spend millions on tanks for the war in Afghanistan.  Yet, there is no proven connection between Osama bin Laden and 9/11.  Nor is there any connection between the Taliban and 9/11.

   “Until we stop fighting these wars because of 9/11 we can’t concentrate on anything like battling global warming because we have these terrorists that we are fighting.

   “We can’t talk about poverty anymore because we have terrorists.  There’s more in the world than just terrorism,” he says.

   And that’s why Polonsky is screening films at the library.  

   “I just want to show these films and let people make up their own minds.  Start a conversation.  Talk about it,” he says.  “If you disagree, tell me why you disagree.

   “If you agree, then do something about it; this is no time to be passive.  The time for being passive is over.”

   The next film in the series is being presented on Wednesday, June 13, at 7 pm at the Whitehorse Public Library. 

   The next film is entitled, “Improbable Collapse.”   It offers a thorough scientific analysis of the inexplicable collapses of the World Trade Center buildings 1, 2, and 7.

   All films in the series are offered free of cost as the producers want a wide audience to see this material and they have set aside any expectation of personal financial gain.  The films are all copyright-free and Polonsky is handing out free copies to anyone who wants to take one home.
